APPEALS

Appeals must be submitted immediately after the game and within 10 minutes.

The Appeals Committee must reach a decision before the next round’s pairing.

The appeal, accompanied by a fee of €60, must be submitted in writing to the Chief Arbiter. The fee is
refunded if the appeal is accepted, otherwise it is retained by the organizers.

The Appeals Committee consists of 5 members (3 regular + 2 alternates), appointed by the organizers
before Round 1. Members from clubs involved in the dispute will be excluded and replaced by alternates.

GENERAL INFORMATION

All participants will receive a 10% discount coupon for their first purchase at Modern Chess, valid for
one year.

Photography and video recording are allowed only by authorized photographers. Material may be lawfully
used only by Chess Club Union of Thessaloniki — Chalkidiki and the Ministry of Macedonia — Thrace, as
well as the authorized persons, for promotion of the tournament.

Selected games will be broadcast live on online chess platforms. Live streaming of the playing venue will
also be available.

Any issue not covered by these regulations or by FIDE regulations will be resolved by the Tournament
Directors.
