The organizers
reserve the rights to exclude players that have missed the onsite registration deadline from the
tournament.

According to the legislation of the Republic of Latvia, participants from the Russian Federation and
the Belarus Republic are not eligible to take part in the festival.

Prize giving
All players must be present at the closing ceremony to receive financial prizes. The organizers reserve
the rights not to pay out prizes if the participant fails to do so.
